The South Australian Church History Network is a small group of historians from several 
ChrisƟan denominaƟons (currently Anglican, BapƟst, SalvaƟon Army, and UniƟng Church) 
who are concerned with the recogniƟon of South Australian religious history within the 
broader history of South Australia and the religious history of Australia as a whole.  The 
aims are:   

• to increase awareness of the ChrisƟan presence in and contribuƟon to South 
Australian life and history from 1836 

• to criƟcally explore the noƟon of South Australia as a ‘Paradise of Dissent,’ which 
was disƟncƟve within Australia 

• to document exisƟng historical analysis of the role of ChrisƟanity and churches in 
South Australia and to encourage further research and publicaƟon 

 

We are holding a one-day conference next year to explore new areas in the religious 
history of nineteenth century South Australia and examine how churches and ChrisƟans 
influenced social and public life.
